Art 7 Abstract Painting
Description:

Students are to produce an abstract painting using knowledge acquired from colour and value theory.

Marking Criteria: /30 marks.

1. Draw and abstract design on the painting paper using a pencil. Be sure to use a variety of shapes in a variety of sizes. 
TIP: Combine organic shapes with geometric shapes to create interest.
2. Decide on the painting style (pick one painting style from examples 1-4)
STYLE 1: cool background, warm foreground

STYLE 2: warm background, cool foreground

STYLE 3: colour background, shaded/tinted section in foreground

STYLE 4: shaded/tinted background, colour section in foreground

3. Paint backgrounds first. Use blending techniques to move from dark to light in each shape.
4. Paint foregrounds second. Use blending techniques to move from dark to light in each shape.
5. Make sure the edges are clean and tidy, use a small paintbrush.

6. When painting is dry, use a black jiffy marker to outline the shapes in your painting. (optional)
