Colored Pencil Drawing
Description:

Students are to produce pencil drawing in the theme indicated by the teacher which demonstrates colored pencil technique.
Marking Criteria: /20

1. Drawings should be done with an HB pencil 

2. Detail is important and must be added with care
3. Careful observation of lines, angles and shapes must be noted
4. Students need to color the drawing in pencil crayon (back grounds are not necessary)
5. Each section or shape of the drawing must be colored with care by blending at least two shades of the same color. Start with the darker shade first and lighten up as you move out then go over with your medium shade (lightening up with this color as you move out). Finally finish off the color section with your light color going over entire area. Pencil crayon colors only blend when they are layered one over the other. Avoid a stripe effect. If you get stripes it means you have not blended enough.  
*Student name in pencil on the bottom right corner of the drawing
TIPS: a) Draw lightly to make for easy erasing
b) Start with the basic shape of the object to center and scale the image on the paper (should take up most of the paper)
c) Take care with details, look closely at all the features of the object
