Mixed Media Project
Description:

Students are to use a variety of mediums to create a poster inspired by a famous artist. The mediums that will be used are graphite, oil pastel, collage, and pointillism. Check with teacher for the theme/famous artist.
Marking Criteria: /30
1. Graphite: Make a simple drawing inspired by a painting by the famous artist selected by the teacher. Simplify your drawing by taking out tiny details and only drawing the main large to medium shapes you see in the painting. Make sure you fill the space of the 8.5x8.5 paper provided. (The teacher will photocopy your drawing 3 times for the next sections of your poster)
2.Pointillism: Using coloured felt markers and a pointillism technique colour in one of the 3 photocopy images. Try to use the same colours (or close to) as represented in the original painting done by the artist. Having your dots close together looks better than far apart and don’t forget to do dot outlines on the pencil lines.
3.Oil Pastel: Using oil pastels colour in a second photocopy image. Experiment with color blending by having one colour over another. You can use a tiny bit of linseed oil and a Q-tip to help blend the oil pastel. Again try to get the colours to look similar to the original painting.
4. Collage: For the final medium you are to do a collage representation of the artist painting. Select your background colour paper first. Then using your last photocopy image cut out your shapes out of coloured construction paper to assemble and glue your image on the background paper. Remember that with collage it is a process of layering. Start with background then do middle ground objects and finally foreground objects.
5. Mount all four pictures (drawing, oil pastel drawing, pointillism drawing and collage) onto a poster paper.
