Portrait Drawing
Description:

Students are to produce pencil drawing of the human face as realistically as possible through careful observation.
Marking Criteria: /20

1. Drawings should be done with an HB pencil 

2. Detail is important and must be added with care
3. Careful observation of lines, angles and shapes must be noted
4. Students should add shading to areas in shadow
5. Portrait must be done on the paper specified by the teacher
*Student name in pencil on the bottom right corner of the drawing
TIPS: a) Draw lightly to make for easy erasing
b) Start with the basic shape of the head and then add all other features. Then draw a faint line down the center of the face and a slightly curved line (curving down) across approximately 2/3 of the way down from the top of the face. These lines are your markers for the nose (center line) and the eyes (curved line going across).
c) When features (eyes, nose, mouth) are drawn out erase the oval shape of the face and redo the jaw line as you see it up the sides of the face. Add the hair.
d) Remember to use up most of the space provided on the paper
e) Take care with details, look closely at all the features of the face. Don’t forget eyebrows.
f) Don’t forget to add the neck and shoulders (floating heads are not allowed).
