Watercolor Painting

Description:

Students are to produce a watercolor painting in the chosen theme displaying proper watercolor technique as demonstrated by the teacher.

Marking Criteria: /20


1.Watercolor painting is to be done on rag paper


2.Must have a white border around the painting


3.Student cannot use straight black in the painting

(black must be blended with another color to prevent creating a void in the painting itself)

4.Some wet on wet technique must be demonstrated in the painting

5.Painting should be light and fluid not heavy in color or application

*Student name in pencil only on the bottom right corner of the painting

TIPS: a)Tape the edges of your paper to the desk top to create the border


b)Draw the image in light pencil (should be as realistic as possible)


c)Start painting the background first and let dry

d)Work slow when painting your image (use a small brush for more control)

e)Start with your lighter colors first and work your way to the darker tones

f)Remember to leave some white untouched areas of your paper

(watercolor paintings are not fully painted from edge to edge)
