Wire/Nylon Sculpture
Description:

Students will create an abstract Sculpture out of wire, nylon stocking and wood block provided by the teacher.

Marking Criteria: /30 marks

1. The Sculpture must be properly constructed:
a) drill two small holes the diameter of the wire into the wood base.
b) Place each end of the wire (approx. 1 meter long) into the holes.
c) Carefully dress the stocking snuggly over the wire and base (make sure toe seam of the stocking is on the wire line).
d) Trim excess nylon off with scissors and glue down onto the bottom of the base. Let dry.
2. Shape wire into an interesting form (check from all sides). Sculpture should stand well on its own without tipping over.
3. Using a water and white glue solution, drench the sculpture from top to bottom. Use a brush to keep mess down and make sure to cover all areas. Use your free hand to support the sculpture while you paint on the solution. Let dry.
4. Spray paint entire sculpture in a white or black matte paint (latex paint can also be used). Let dry.
5. Paint the sculpture in an interesting pattern. Limit your color choices to no more than four (including white and black). Avoid drips and muddy paint applications.
TIP: 
If you want a pattern: Start by painting entire sculpture in one base color first (may need two coats). Let dry before painting on pattern designs.


If you want a scene: Think about using a painting from an old master (Van Gogh or Monet etc.) as inspiration for the painting of your sculpture.
